 Respect the faciliƟes, home and away 
 Represent the club in the highest regard at all Ɵmes 
 In the event if unsavioury incidents, report the same to the club commiƩe 

 
When working with players, I will: 
 

 Place the well-being, safety and enjoyment of each player above everything 
 Never tolerate any form of bullying 
 Ensure all acƟviƟes are suited for the players’ age and ability 
 Worth with others (e.g. officials, doctors, welfare officers, physiotherapists) for each 

players’ best interests

 Requireds to meet with the club commiƩee, league or CFA Welfare Officer

 Suspended or fined by the County FA
